The mission of the Board is to promote the prevention of major chemical accidents at fixed facilities e.g. chemical plants, oil refineries and other facilities that process chemicals. The principal role of CSB is to investigate accidents to determine the conditions and circumstances which led up to the event and to identify the cause or causes so that similar events might be prevented.

Subjects covered will include: the background of the Chemical Safety Board and who we are; recent chemical plant accidents; lessons learned from our investigations of root causes of accidents; and some case histories involving community response. 

The Board conducts public meetings, hearings, or boards of inquiry in connection with accident investigations. Impacts from the Fukushima Nuclear Reactor Accidents

On March 11, 2011, nuclear power reactors and reactor fuel storage facilities at the Fukushima-Daiichi power station in Japan were severely damaged, the result of a loss of cooling following an 8.9 magnitude earthquake and subsequent 15-meter tsunami.  When battery power for cooling ran out after eight hours, a major accident sequence began. This paper provides a summary of the events associated with the reactor accidents at the Fukushima facility and addresses the environmental releases of radioactive materials and their long term effects.  Additional information is provided on the reactor safety analysis implications of the Fukushima accident on the nuclear industry.
